Approve Minutes from last Board meeting:

Motion to approve minutes made by David with Gary seconding.

Treasurer Report:

Erroneous entry on August report has been fixed by Eloisa.  Not counting the mailing for the General Meeting, which is about $1200., current balance is $3227.

7:15 pm:

Review meetings attended:

Donna attended a traffic safety meeting at Eagle Crest with approx. 15-20 people in attendance.  She was asked to speak to assembly in regard to LNA concerns.  

Rick Root spoke at the C&O meeting. 2 areas in LNA are of concern; Bear Creek Rd. & the Bear Creek/Pettigrew area.  

Public Art options were discussed and NA’s urged to give input in regard to locations for art.  Currently, “Art in Public Places” has the funding to provide up to $500,000 in matching funds per year.

The Board discussed having Donna & David speak with Nick Arnes, the chairman of TSAC Committee regarding concerns with the possibility of marking a map with the areas of concern and presenting it to the City Council.

Donna also suggested that research be done to find out whether Bear Creek is an arterial or collector.

7:30 pm:

Committee Reports:

A. Transportation-David Anderson:

· Bear Creek/Purcell intersection not funded until 2008-09.

· LNA shares concern with Old Farm in that NA’s need to be notified of projects, such as utility work on Reed Market, that will cause detours & delays.

· Addressed lack of bus routes servicing SE, especially Reed market.  What is the process of adding a route?  Supposedly, in 18 months routes will be re-evaluated with more routes potentially being added.

· October 16th- Traffic safety training from 7-9 at the Deschutes Services Center

B. TSAC-David Anderson:  David did not attend, but Gary did.

· Voiced concern over change in TSAC Committee; more advisory now.

· Request for speed check on Hwy 20.  Other speeds that were gone over are: 15th from Bear Creek to Lostine Circle which is posted 30mph and ODOT recommends 30mph. Lostine Circle to Reed Market, which is posted 40mph and ODOT recommends 40mph.

C. Vince Genna-Laura Mitchell:

· Met with Don Horton, who seemed very supportive of LNA’s concerns/ideas.  According to Mr. Horton, the Elks lease the stadium from BMPRD for $1/year.  The Elks are responsible for capital improvements, but have not done a great deal to the outside.

· Laura will draft a thank you on behalf of the board.

D. Land Use-Wyatt Newman:

· Will have table at General Meeting

· September saw a drop in permits.

· 2 public hearings scheduled: corner of 15th and Reed market (technically in Old Farm’s boundaries) and Gannon development on 27th & Pettigrew.  For the Gannon project there will be a meeting with Hickman-Williams on Oct. 19th at council chambers at 6:30 pm.  Carol Klemz will be asked if she can attend.

· Question: How do we work together with the Parks Dist. for green space? 

· Wyatt will draft a letter to Mel Oberst regarding the General Meeting presentation.  The board agreed that Mr. Oberst should try to be LNA specific in regard to UGB, continuity and compatability.

E. Larkspur Trail-Anita Elliott:(Absent)
· Are reports being sent to the Parks Dept?  Donna will look into.

F. Good Samaritan Program-Nancy Newman:

· Will have sign up table at General Meeting.

· 6 volunteers thus far.  Need to recruit for on-call helpers.

G. RLS Committee-Gary Davis:

· Committee working on UGB, identifying parks, residential and commercial areas.  

· Studies:  water & sewer and transportation

· Concerns: limited in Western expansion; need 3500 acres to build on, not counting rights of ways, etc.; not looking at improvement on existing roadways; no funding source for existing improvements

· Initial plan scheduled to be finished by January 15th.  Will then go to City Council for review.
