7:40 pm:

Reed Market Road Update:  Heidi Lansdowne, Project  Manager, and Robin Lewis, spoke regarding where the various stages of the project are as far as design and estimated start/completion times.  The West end, from 9th St. to Newberry, is projected to have design completed by February.  The East end, from Newberry to Daly Estates, is 60% complete, design-wise, with sewer/storm water issues being the main barrier to completion.  The plan is to have design complete and ready to bid in early spring with construction to begin in July. Projected capacity is approximately 20,000.
Concerns discussed were the placement of turn lanes, the amount of traffic being routed through and bike lanes. 

8:10 pm:

Bend Area Transit Updates:  Heather Ornelas went over the changes that have occurred since BAT’s inception one year ago.  This past year saw a ridership of over 349,000, which is way over what projections had been.  In response to public concerns, routes have been changed for more extensive coverage.  There are currently 186 stops, with 22 being ADA-compliant.  Every vehicle has a lift.  10,000 + bikes have been transported. 55% of funding comes from grants.
In regard to the bus barn, Heather stated that the zone change request to PF will probably occur at the Oct. 11th meeting. LNA will be receiving updates regarding the bus barn project on a regular basis.
