Committee Reports:
A. Land Use- 

· Bus Barn Complex:  Per Holly, John Rexford, with the School District stated that Bear Creek Road, with its minor arterial classification, is currently not up to code.  Because of this, road should align with 13th to the south, preferably using 15th instead.  Kitty reported that BAT site now down to 4 acres from the original 15 acres.  At the BAT meeting, Kitty reported that the traffic officer stated that they are not committed to access onto Bear Creek.  Plan still in the works for the proposed zone changes.  Kitty is going to contact Heather in regard to a timeline as to when the plan will be presented.  Heather Ornelas stated at the meeting that the efficiency life of the facility is 10 years.  Tamara and Kitty will be contacting Heather for future communications
· 15th & Wilson Project:  Holly suggested the LNA carefully review the plans and zone changes requested (when this occurs) versus simply filing the previous two LNA position papers with the City as their Zone Change Requests formally begin.  Her concern was that Trinity may have made significant changes to the Plan presented previously as well as the possibility that another developer (should Trinity decide to sell versus develop) may have less concern for the integrity of the neighborhood.  It’s estimated that 30 zoning changes may be requested.
· Development on Daly Estates requesting 42 storage units was passed to Kitty for review and response.

· In Industrial Area off of Bridgeford, there was a request for a height increase for an antenna.

B. Membership- Marjorie Lussier:

· Janet will be taking over Membership duties.  Need to be more proactive in contacted new members
C. Website-Tamara Houston: 

· 2 hours of professional design assistance provided by Alpine to clean up the City website and fix online membership form.  Considering putting a counter on the website.
D. Larkspur Trail-Matthew Olsen:  

· Nothing new to report
· It was suggested to put a light up on the other side of Hwy 20 where the trail exits the tunnel on the Pilot Butte side.  Graffiti removal was also discussed.

E.  NART/O&C meeting-

· Margie will attend the next meeting
· The Board took a position vote to NOT support the purchase of liability insurance for Neighborhood Association Board Members and Officers, given the City Attorney’s recommendation and the protections already available under Oregon Law for citizen involvement in community issues.  The $1000. annual insurance premium (if approved by the City Council) would be taken from the Neighborhood Association Communications Budget, not the individual NA’s budgets.
F.  Parks- Holly Scott

· Per Bruce Ronning, Norm Zeissner wants to develop Ponderosa Park

· Discussed having skate park at Ponderosa Park patrolled and possible police presence.  Lack of adequate lighting and safety issues brought up.

· Discussed through drive onto parking lot at 15th from Wilson for easier access to skate park by police.  Tamara suggested completing landscaping bordering 15th with Holly suggesting a gate at the play area for added child safety
· Discussed possible parking improvements at Juniper Park

G. Transportation & Traffic Safety-Allan Polachowski

· Holly recommended a blinking left turn from Bear Creek onto 27th due to the length of the wait at the intersection
