Sidewalks:

· The ones in front of the Thurston Apartments   Not only that but a drain is plugged in the street creating flooding and then dangerous ice back up.  
· There are no sidewalks (except for that which was just put in on the south side of the new Orchard Park) on Seward between 4th and 8th and there is much foot traffic on this section of the street.
· As for sidewalks BUTLER MARKET from the 8th St. roundabout to Deschutes Market Road. Boyd Acres Road., Wells Acres. Brinson. Dagget to Purcell. Sandy to Butler Market. 12th (?) from Butler Mkt. to Hollingshead Park.

· Repair:  8th & Olney, NE Corner.  About 10 feet of sidewalk missing along Olney on north side.  
· Need: 6th Street, From Juniper Pool to Orchard Park

· Disrepair:  Sidewalk/crosswalk no longer wheel chair accessible at 4th & Revere, SW Corner 

· Need:  4th Street: continuous sidewalk Franklin to Butler Market

· Need: continuous sidewalks from Pilot Butte Middle School to St. Charles

· Section of sidewalks behind Wagner Mall to 4th street (currently parking).

· Complete sidewalks to markets and post office
· JONES ROAD/12TH ST FROM MORMON CHURCH TO BUTLER MARKET BUS STOP:  NO SIDEWALK, DANGEROUS TRAFFIC TURNING ONTO THE SIDE STREET FROM BUTLER MARKET ROAD.
· the sidewalk in front of our house, (735 NE Franklin Ave).  For a long while it was buried in snow, ice, and cinders.  The curb edge has separated from the sidewalk and there is a gap of up to 2-3 inches that is definitely big enough for a bike or stroller tire to drop into.
· the stretch of Jones Road in front of Hollinshead park. Yes, there's a sidewalk running through the park less than 10 feet from the edge of the road (separated by the little irrigation creek), but EVERY day I go through there up/down that hill (which is already fairly narrow, steep, and kind of makes a funny lane shift there) and there are pedestrians young and old all walking down the middle of the road there. I don't know why people hate that sidewalk so much, but it seems like nobody uses it for some reason, and in the winter, I've come close to hitting kids to are walking the street there coming home from school, and can't move over much because some jacked-up 4x4 is in the lane coming towards me has to inch towards the center line to make sure he can make it into the right lane when it narrows/shifts transitioning from Jones to 12th. Folks will usually cut in and walk on the sidewalk that runs next to the parking lot, but where the trees up just up the hill, nobody walks that stretch.
· Regarding the status of the bike lanes/sidewalks- I would like to bring awareness to the lack of sidewalks on the east side of Eighth street (especially between the Franklin roundabout and the Butler Market roundabout). This is a major thoroughfare and the lack of sidewalks causes pedestrians to walk in the bike lane (creating a potential dangerous situation for cyclists).  The lack of sidewalks also contributes to the number of garbage cans and recycle bins in the bike lane on trash days. These obstacles create very dangerous commuting!!
· The highest priority sidewalk in my neighborhood is the Northern 3 or 4 blocks of Shepard road. This part starts from near the junction of Drost Lane and Shepard and runs North to Wells Acres Rd This route provides access to at least two schools and to a bus stop on Wells Acres. There are two curves in this part of the road where drivers tend to hug the curb making foot traffic a hazard.  In addition, just North of Drost Lane the existing sidewalk crosses from the West side of Shepard to the East side. In my view, this crossing has been placed in an unsafe location particularly for children or handicap persons because of the limited sight distance to the South. If indeed the city wishes to continue with part of the sidewalk on different sides of the street then I suggest moving the crosswalk to the top of the hill near or at Drost Lane. A safer idea would be to complete the sidewalk down the West side of Shepard and abandon the crosswalk.
· The west end of Wells Acres Rd has incomplete sidewalks for the first 2 or 3 blocks from its junction with Butler Market Road East to about Canyon Park Drive.
· In my walk around our district I noted good sidewalks leading from Pilot Butte Middle school with proper crosswalks along Neff road, to 12th Street, with a stop sign at Revere Ave., to the Hollinshead Park.  If someone chooses to enter the park from Neff to 13th Street there is a set of stop signs at Revere Ave. but no sidewalks.  A person could then continue down 13th Street to Seaward to the end of 14th street where there is a public entrance to the Park between two houses.  On the other end of Hollinshead there are sidewalks from Neff to Shepard Road with a stop sign at Revere Ave.  Continuing to Edgewood Street where there are two entrances to the park at the end of that street, all with sidewalks.  If people stayed on the sidewalks and kept their dogs on lease the passage is safe to the park.
· 2637 Longfellow Ct.  Sidewalk heaved about 1 ½” creating tripping hazard
Bike Lanes:

· Delivery trucks continually park in the bike lanes along Olney (esp. at McMahons,  the auto shop at the RR tracks and UPS between 8th and 4th)  

· West bound Bike Lane disappears at intersection of Olney & Wall—pork chop needs redesign.

· Eastbound bike lane on Olney at RR Tracks, funky bad jog of a design.

· Westbound bike lane at 8th & Olney—heavy conflict with motorists.   

Cross walks:

· A painted cross walk across Revere @ 6th Street *(x3
· Crosswalk visibility and accessibility

· Better crosswalks, sidewalks—all handicapped accessible throughout neighborhoods

· Police enforcement (sting?) of crosswalk at Olney & 5th.  Cars won’t stop. (x2
· Paint 5th/Olney crosswalks.  Install ped sign like they have on Galveston at x-walks

· .After school, cars backup along Neff and in the parking lot.  They tend to try to cross Neff before the crossing guard is clear.  
Trails:

· I use the existing Connector trail along the canal ALOT and would be interested in plans for the trail along the rest of the canal.  I think this trail should be UNIMPROVED; it is hard to find any place to walk anymore nearby that isn't asphalt or that still has some kind of natural feel.
· In regard to trails; the trail that parallels the canal between Brinson and Boyd Acres is only accessible to those on the south(opposite side of the canal) in the winter when the canal is dry. When the canal is full the only access to the trail is via Rumgay to Butler Market Road then to Brinson, all of which lack any sidewalks, making any attempt to walk or ride there with children too risky. The neighborhood on Quiet Canyon Dr. has a builder installed gate which gave those on the south side of the canal access to the canal and prior to the irrigation district removing the foot bridge, the north side of the canal where the trail is. A new footbridge would open up the trail for those of us residing on the south (wrong) side of the canal. Speaking with some of  the neighbors, some of us would even consider helping with financing or sweat to see a foot bridge here. Linking the trail to the Deschutes River Trail would certainly be nice. It certainly seems like t he east side of town gets the shaft as far as trails are concerned. 

· Need Base trail at Pilot Butte
· Larkspur trail ends at Pilot Butte, continue on to other parks?
· THERE ARE SOME UNOFFICIAL WALKING OR BIKE TRAILS ALONG THE RIDGE ON THE WEST SIDE OF THE AL MOODY PARK, WHICH MAY LINK UP TO PILOT BUTTE STATE PARK.  I HAVE USED THEM OCCASIONALLY FOR WALKS OR ON BIKE TO GET TO THE HOSPITAL AREA.  I IMAGINE KIDS USE THEM TO GET BACK AND FORTH FROM ENSWORTH OR THE PARK.THESE TRAILS ARE NOT MAINTAINED, ARE OCCASIONALLY TRASHY, AND IN THE SUMMER THEY BECOME THICK DUST THAT IS DIFFICULT TO TRAVEL ON.  BARK CHIPS, MAYBE?  SIGNS IF THERE ARE OPTIONS TO LINK THIS TRAIL TO OTHER WALKABLE PARTS OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD (SOUTH TO NEFF, EAST TO PURCELL, ETC.)

Other:

· Dangerous crossing in front of Albertsons N. doors—cars go FAST!  They don’t stop for you to cross.  Speed Bumps?

· Stop Sign @ 12th & Revere (to 4 way)
· Studio & Butler Market intersection—very busy.  Hard to turn left. 
· Penn/Neff Road is failing

· Speeding on Revere

· Gravel the Jones Road hill in winter
· Better traffic speed enforcement in residential neighborhoods
· A stop light or roundabout @ Penn & Shepard

· Traffic speed on Jones Road between Neff & Butler Market

· Need for Corner markets, cafes, bakeries (that you can walk to)

· Very concerned about the speed along Jones/12th between Butler Market and Penn.  I would love to have speed bumps along that area.  There are residences, a park, a nursery school, and a tremendous number of children who walk this street to and from school.  
· The bus stop in front of Albertsons North is really dangerous.  On three occasions recently I have seen semi’s lock it up and nearly rear end the bus when it stops at the bus stop.  I think perhaps it should be moved away from the intersection and further north.
