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Deschutes County is considering implementing a Transportation System Development Charge 
(SDC). The revenue from the SDC would help backfill a loss of over $3 million from the Secure 
Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Act (timber receipts). Since 2000, this money 
has been used by the County for road improvement projects.

The proposed SDC will be a fee charged only to new development that generates increased traffic 
on roads in unincorporated areas of the County. The fee will help pay for road projects that 
reduce the impacts caused by new development.  (SDC fees are collected at the time building 
permits are issued). 
 
A public hearing to take comments about the proposed SDC is scheduled for 10:00 a.m. on 
Wednesday, May 28 at the regular meeting of the Deschutes County Board of Commissioners. 
The hearing will take place in the Commissioners’ Hearing Room on the first floor of the 
Deschutes Services Center building, 1300 NW Wall Street in Bend.
