6:05-6:35 - Carolyn Eagan – Regional State Economist – OR Employment Dept.
Egan discussed current trends/area economic info.
Unemployment in CO is still higher than state - 10.6% and national - 9.7% (March) figures. Meanwhile, CO February numbers (latest available) are: Deschutes - 13.4%, Crook - 14.9% and 12.3% in Jefferson Co. CO numbers are coming down, but the problem is that jobs are not being added to the economy.

School enrollment  is down from highs in 2006-07. Bear Creek Elementary lost somewhere around 100 kids this year.

Job loss is not only factor. Many people relying on passive income tried to return to the work force, boosting unemployment numbers.
Construction, manufacturing, professional and financial services are the areas hardest hit.

Statewide, expectations are for slow growth in the second quarter with stronger and sustained growth in 2011. Areas expecting the largest growth are professional & business services, education and health services.
6:45-7:15 - Steve Jorgensen – Planning Manager, Bend Parks & Rec District

Jorgensen discussed the Park’s Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for the Larkspur NA area.

The CIP is a 5 -10 year projection. About $3.3M has been earmarked for LNA in the next 5 years. 
· Larkspur trail extension – from Pilot Butte State Park to Neff Rd. to be done in conjunction with the state.
· Ponderosa Park: The 1.5M redesign – including moving the skate are is still not yet adopted by the board. However, they plan to move the skate park to the north end near Wilson St. and extend the Coyner Trail from Wilson to Juniper Park.

· Looking to acquire 2 vacant lots adjacent to the Senior Center within the next 5 years. No promises though.
· Kaiwans Park – renovation – 250k

· Pettigrew Rd. area needs a neighborhood or community park. They are looking to aquire and develop a parcel – possibly a corner of Fields Farm. An abandoned development further south was also mentioned by the LNA board. aquiz/ & dev – $800k? – abandoned development?, fields farm corner? – looking – trying to find something in this area.
